There are some beautiful walking 
routes near site around Sedgwick, 
Levens and Kendal. Walk along 
the Old Canal Towpath into 
Kendal, approximately 4.5 miles 
from site. Information on other 
routes can be found in the office.
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Ideal for walking – routes are well 
marked from the site, and Windermere  
is within easy reach.

National Trust rangers lead walks on 
site around the disused gunpowder 
works throughout the summer. 

If you’re a birdwatcher make sure you 
see the Ospreys at Foulshaw Moss 
Nature Reserve, and visit the RSPB sites 
at both Leighton Moss and Millam.

The Brewery Arts Centre in Kendal 
offered wonderful shows, a comedy 
club and a cinema.
