Directions
● Turn off the A19 about 3 miles N of Tyne Tunnel (toll) at junction with A191 into a road

signposted Gosforth, Whitley Bay.
● Immediately at roundabout turn onto the A186 (signposted Earsden, Whitley Bay).
● Continue on the A186 and at the sixth roundabout turn onto the A192 (signposted

Whitley Bay).
● Follow tourist signs for St Mary's Island.
● Turn left onto the A1148 (signposted Sea Front).
● At the T-junction with A193 at Whitley Bay seafront turn left into road signposted Blyth.
● Pass Whitley Bay Holiday Park.
